How to Reset Your Switch

There are two methods to reset your switch.

Method 1: Tap the SYNC/RESET button on the switch

1. Slide the lock to the OPEN position. Then hold both sides of the faceplate and pull it away from the back to remove the faceplate.
2. Press the SYNC/RESET button for about 5 seconds until the LED blinks red quickly.
